
Who can buy one?
Anyone aged 16 years or over, who is a resident of the 
county of Devon, or Cornwall may apply.

How do I buy one?
The easiest way is at GWR.com/DCRailcard
Alternatively complete the attached application form 
and take it, together with one document from the 
proof of residency list and one from the proof of 
identity list (see below) to any staffed station in Devon 
or Cornwall.

Are they transferable?
No. Devon & Cornwall Railcards are not transferable, 
and are for the sole use of the named holder and 
accompanying passengers.

Devon & Cornwall Gold Card
Residents of Devon and Cornwall, aged 16 or over, 
buying an Annual Season ticket for a journey wholly 
within Devon and Cornwall are issued with a Devon & 
Cornwall  Gold Card.
This Gold Card gives the same benefits as a Devon & 
Cornwall Railcard, at no extra cost.
With a Gold Card, up to 4 children may travel with the 
card holder for any journey between the two specified 
stations, on the same Season Ticket, at a flat fare of 
£2 per child.
