East Devon Line Community Rail Fund: Guidelines for applicants

The Fund is provided as part of the Devon & Cornwall Rail Partnership’s work on the East Devon Line (Axminster – Exeter).  Funding itself is provided by South Western Railway.

The aim of the fund is to encourage and pay for the implementation of community projects linked to the East Devon Line and its stations.

The following criteria apply:

1. The fund is available for projects related to the East Devon Line (Axminster – Exeter) and the South Western Railway stations it serves - Axminster, Honiton, Feniton, Whimple, Cranbrook and Pinhoe.

2. Applications can only be accepted if made on this form.  We accept applications from organisations and individuals.   
3. The fund can support projects up to a maximum contribution of £2,500.  Other funding sources may be available for larger projects – please ask the Devon & Cornwall Rail Partnership. 
4. The fund does not support projects that are already underway or completed.

5. Up to £1000, no match funding required – it is assumed that match funding “in kind” is provided in the form of officer/volunteer time producing the application and implementing the proposal.

6. Between £1001 - £2500.  Ideally there should be some matching contributions, of which some should be cash but some support in kind on the basis of £15 per volunteer hour can also be included.   
7. Grant funding will usually be paid in arrears and copies of receipts will need to be provided.  In the case of applications from individuals, the Devon & Cornwall Rail Partnership will pay project suppliers directly and no money will be passed to the individual themselves.
8. Applications will be considered at any time.
9. East Devon Line Community Rail Fund, Devon & Cornwall Rail Partnership and South Western Railway support should be clearly acknowledged in press releases and other publicity

10. Whilst more than one application per year is acceptable, in considering bids there will be a presumption in favour of applicants who have not made a successful application earlier in the same year. However, this is subject to available funds, and a good application from a previously successful applicant would not necessarily be rejected.

11. For all applications, it is recommended that an informal approach to Richard Burningham, Manager of the Devon & Cornwall Rail Partnership (01752 584777 or rburningham@plymouth.ac.uk) is made first of all, to ensure there is money left in the budget, and that the project meets the basic criteria.  

12. A short project report will be expected within six months of the grant being claimed. 

13. The level of grant awarded is at the discretion of the Devon & Cornwall Rail Partnership who reserve the right to part-fund or refuse a bid as they see fit.

15. We will acknowledge receipt and give an indication as to when we expect the application to be considered by. This will normally be within 14 days.

What sort of projects are eligible?

The fund……

· exists to assist local groups in developing a wide range of practical schemes which make a real difference to their communities and rail services 

· may include small capital items (e.g., notice boards) or revenue funding (e.g. promotional materials and activities, rail-link bus, special events etc.)
· should not generally be used to support projects that more properly should be provided by the rail industry or other agencies

We would expect to see……

· clear evidence of benefit to the East Devon Line or one of its stations

· some evidence of community benefit (including local residents and/or visitors)

· some evidence of community involvement, where appropriate
